Standards Based Curriculum

· The grade level and department teams have been meeting and documenting the curriculum being taught in Mathematics K-12 within the district.  This work is in its final phases and then will move to the K-12 Curriculum Committee to begin the vertical articulation process in March.

· Classroom walkthroughs are beginning this month at all schools in the district and are documenting if a student friendly objective/standard is posted for each lesson.

· Grade level and department teams meet regularly to review and write curriculum

Standards Based Instruction

· All schools have identified the mathematics intervention strategies and resources available to teachers at each grade level for students that require mathematics remediation.

· Teachers at WCS have received additional mathematics professional development where a presenter has modeled effective differentiated instruction in mathematics in the classes while teachers observed.

· Each school is in a different phase of the use of data to improve instruction, but all have begun the process and are utilizing the data to improve student achievement.

· A new course is being added to the mathematics program at the high school title, Foundations of Mathematics, this course is designed to give the students needing additional support to meet the high school Algebra I graduation requirement.

Standards Based Assessment

· Each school has created data teams and has identified low performing students to begin receiving interventions in mathematics instruction.  Students are receiving interventions and follow up progress monitoring assessments have been issued and this data is being reevaluated to adjust, continue or discontinue the interventions.

· Learning by Doing book studies continue at each of the four schools to ensure effective implementation of professional learning communities in the district.
