Students in the third grades are also learning about fore, mid, and backgrounds as they are compglegng two
landscapes. These pictures are started by drawing a horizon line and one landscape line, then drawing obje
of the appropriate size for each area of the picture. Students will be learning about sources of light and sha
ing with color pencils to finish the drawing.

Fourth graders have been working on Celtic knots. We started with a discussion of the origin of the Celts ar
on what design a Celtic knot is based. Students started with simple four thread set ups, discussing different
ways to finish the ends of the threads, and progressed on to multiple thread set ups witvecsogsetzels,
spirals, slides, and bridges. The final paper will start with three horizontal and five vertical threads, and will
develop as students add their own endings to the threads, always keeping the over/under pattern continuing
throughout the entire design. The completed Celtic knots will be finished by shading with color pencils and
fine markers.

The Artist In Residence will be returning the week of Mar€lior the fifth grade art classes. Students will be
learning how to mix their own glazes and will then be using those on the mural tiles that were made previ-
ously. The plan is to have the mural installed during the week of our April vacation. We have finished work-
ing on the computers creating stacks in HyperStudio, this project is being continued in music classes with M
Fothergill. Students will complete their poems and add sound effects to the cards. Students are continuing
work on their Greek Peristyles in art classes. Fifth graders are using perspective rules to draw the columns,
roof, and the courtyards of the peristyles. When these are completed students will have a choice of materia
to color their drawings.

Parent conferences will be
held on Wednesday, April 20 and Thursday, April 21, 2011. The signups for parents will be on a first
come first serve basis.

When you access the website by going to http://windcent.ptcwizard.com, on the right side of the page,
you will see the portal and be able to register. You begin by entering your name, an e-mail address and
a password. Once you enter your child’s name, you will be taken through a simple, step by step
procedure, which allows you to choose from your child’s teachers’ available time slots. After you create
a conference schedule for yourself, the details of your schedule will automatically be e-mailed to you.
